Snow Remove on Driveways

For safety reasons, all roads are checked following a heavy rain or snowstorm.  If needed sanding trucks will be out to take care of the roads. At times it seems easier to push snow out across the road, but unless you can push it way back into a ditch it creates a hazard for the snowplow driver.  When the snow hardens and the plow hits it, the truck can be bounced sideways.  Sure would hate to be in a vehicle in the opposite lane when that happens.  It is also illegal to push snow out into the road right of way.  When you start plowing this year, push it way back and make room for all of it on your property.

Burning Permits
Midway is one of the townships that require burning permits all year around.  It doesn’t matter if we have snow or not, burning permits are still required.  Permits have recently been approved for three days from 6:00 pm until 8:00 am.  All fires need to be out by 8:00 am.  You must call 911 to let them know that you will be burning and that you have the required permit. There are many people that see the glow of fire and call 911 to report a fire. Each fire call costs the township $550.00, so please be responsible.

Variance permits are required for running fires burning during daylight hours and must be approved by the DNR Forester.  Burning peat is not allowed in any area.

Permits are not required for recreational fires, but it is wise to notify 911 before you light the fire.  Burning Barrels are not allowed in St. Louis County at all.  If you decide to burn in a barrel – you can receive a citation.

Permits are available for $1.00 from Fire Warden, Richard Rowe at 624-4422, Earl Elde at 628-1323, the DNR Office – Cloquet Area Station at 879-0880 or the Duluth Work Station at 723-4791, and at the Recycling Shed during operating hours.
