Public Meeting on Zoning and A-1 Zone

The Midway Planning Commission will hold a public meeting on December 10, 2008 at 7:00 pm at the Midway Town Hall to discuss proposed changes to the zoning text.  The planning commission would also like to receive opinions of property owners who own property in the agricultural zone A-1.  This zone is bordered by the 

St. Louis River Road to a line running east/west from Midway Road to the west boundary of the township half way between Tree Farm Road and Marigold Lane and Midway Road to the west boundary of the township.  A few property owners have requested that we reduce the area requirement from 10 to 5 acres.  We need to hear from you on this issue. Dick Rowe and Grant Forsyth will be there to help unload and John’s Recycling will handle the money.  They will also take electronic items from businesses, but at a higher price.  This is a great opportunity to clean out those old items and thanks to the town board for paying the service costs for having John’s Twin Ports Recycling come to the Town Hall.
