Burning Permits;

Again an update on burning permits when snow is on the ground Midway requires a permit at all times and before burning required to call 911 to let them know about the burn, No permit is required for ceremonial events but still required to call 911

Remember not to start a burn before 5:00 PM and all out before 8:00 AM

A new procedure to burn during daylight hours, a call is required to the district forestry Office a forester will come and see what will be burned. A permit is require, they sign off on the permit and then the burn is able to take place
Cloquet Water Line Residents:

This has come to the surface again; we have correspondence with the Minnesota State Health Department on new technology for filtration in individual resident’s homes, according to engineers this will not take place unless drilled wells are dry holes, the township has not found out what will take place under this situation This question come to the surface at each meeting with the water line providers. What will take place if such occurs we have not been able to receive a answer, the town is concerned most of the wells will be drilled into solid rock
